STEWARDSHIP FOR TREASURE

The Offertory collection is a part of the Liturgy of the Mass.  We offer our money as a symbol of our offering ourselves with Christ.  As the measure of our return to God, we turn to a measure that was presented to us by God back in the time of Abraham:  A tenth or Tithe.  This measure served as the standard through Old Testament times and more than fifteen centuries of the history of the Catholic Church.   


Giving 5% of one's gross income to one's parish and another 5% for other needs (e.g., our parish building fund, other charities, the Bishop’s Appeal, school tuition etc.) is undoubtedly a more substantial donation than most American Catholics now contribute.  The decision to tithe can only be made with the conviction that this practice is in accord with one's conscience and with trust that God will take care of one's needs.
